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Report on Legal Awareness Program on the JAGRITI (Justice Awareness 
for Grassroots Information and Transparency Initiative) Scheme, 2025, 
along with a Jan Sunwai for women MGNREGA workers and Self-Help 

Group (SHG) members, held on 9th November 2025. 

The Legal Aid Society, ICFAI Law School (IFHE) Hyderabad, in collaboration with the 
District Legal Services Authority of Kamareddy District, organized a Legal Awareness 
Program on the JAGRITI (Justice Awareness for Grassroots Information and Transparency 
Initiative) Scheme, 2025, along with a Jan Sunwai for women MGNREGA workers and Self-
Help Group (SHG) members. This event took place on November 9, 2025, at Rythu Vedika 
Hall in Gajyanayak Thanda, Machareddy Mandal, Kamareddy District, Telangana. 

This legal awareness program is conducted on National Legal Services Day (NLSD), which is 
observed annually on November 9. The purpose of this day is to spread awareness about 
ensuring fair and equal access to justice for all citizens, as well as to promote awareness of 
citizens’ rights under the Legal Services Authorities Act, 1987.  

The program commenced with a welcome address by Dr. K.V. Ravikumar, Assistant Professor 
at ICFAI Law School, IFHE Hyderabad. In his speech, he introduced ICFAI Law School and 
highlighted the initiative of the Legal Aid Society. He emphasized the importance of spreading 
legal awareness among students and citizens and explained how the Legal Aid Society guides 
individuals about their rights and assists them in accessing redress mechanisms. Such initiatives 
empower individuals, particularly vulnerable groups, by promoting justice and fairness.  

The chief guest of the program is Ms. T. Nagarani, Senior Civil Judge and Secretary of the 
District Legal Services Authority, Kamareddy District.  In her speech, the Secretary of the 
DLSA focused on the JAGRITI scheme, explaining the availability of free legal aid services 
for women and children, members of the Scheduled Castes (SC) and Scheduled Tribes (ST), 
industrial workers, victims of natural disasters, violence, or industrial accidents, persons with 
disabilities, individuals in custody, those below the prescribed income limit, and victims of 
trafficking or forced labor. 

The Legal Aid Society’s faculty and students presented a poster on women's safety and rights 
and performed a skit to emphasize the nation’s commitment to this issue. The Ministry of 
Women and Child Development supports women through multiple national initiatives. One 
Stop Centre (OSC) – SAKHI: Provides legal aid, medical assistance, psychological counseling, 
and temporary shelter. Universal Women Helpline (181): 24×7 emergency support. Emergency 
Response Support System (112): For immediate police, fire, or medical help. She-Box, an 



Online platform for complaints about sexual harassment at workplaces. National Commission 
for Women Helpline: 7827170170, NALSA Helpline: 15100 — for free legal services and 
assistance.  

The event concluded with a vote of thanks proposed by Dr. S. Kannan, Assistant Professor and 
Coordinator of the Legal Aid Society at ICFAI Law School, IFHE Hyderabad. He expressed 
heartfelt gratitude to the Secretary of DLSA Kamareddy, the Bar Association of Kamareddy 
District, and the Legal Aid Counsels of Kamareddy. He also thanked the participants and the 
active participation of the Legal Aid members in spreading free legal awareness to the 
marginalised communities of Telangana.
